Iran is located in the heart of the Middle East (West Asia), in an area
of 1,648,195 km?, with 15 neighbouring countries, and has borders
with Turkmenistan, Azerbaijan, Armenia, Kazakhstan and Russia
(the Caspian Sea) to the North, Afghanistan and Pakistan to the
East, Turkey and Iraq to the west and water and land borders with
6 countries including Oman, UAE, Qatar, Bahrain, Saudi Arabia,
Kuwait on the Oman Sea and the Persian Gulf to the South. Iran is
also a link between the North and the South- the Caspian Sea (the
largest lake in the world), the Persian Gulf and the Oman Sea.

Except
for Russia and Kazakhstan, which have borders with Iran on the
Caspian Sea as well as the 6 coastal states of Southern Persian Gulf
and the Oman Sea, Turkmenistan border with Iran is 1205 km,
Azerbaijan 759 km, Armenia 48 km, Turkey 580 km, Iraq 1609 km,
Pakistan 978 km and Afghanistan 709 km.
